McKENZIE CUP 1912 - 2024

McKenzie Cup was presented to the club in 1912 by Mr Neil McKenzie who was
the founder of PSCC in 1912. The McKenzie Cup Competition is played on a
rotation basis between various clubs.

The whole idea was to help the smaller clubs to raise funds. At present, the
participating clubs are PSCC, Port Edward, Southbroom, Margate, Harding,
Kokstad, Matatiele, Underberg & Richmond.

In the past, it also included teams from the Transkei such as Bizana, Flagstaff,
Lusikiseke & Port St Johns. St Michaels also took part before they closed.
McKenzie Cup is thought to be one of the oldest team events in RSA.
PSCC are the custodians of the trophy!
